Assunto: Protejam os direitos e saude sexual e reprodutiva (DSSR) na Reforma da ONUS80

Exceléncias,

Escrevemos em nome da Coalizdo do Sul Global para os Direitos Sexuais e Reprodutivos e para a Justica
para o Desenvolvimento e de outras organizagdes da sociedade civil que atuam em defesa dos direitos e
saude sexual e reprodutiva (DSSR). Esta carta é também endossada por ativistas, pesquisadoras(es),
profissionais da saude e defensoras(es) que apoiam a protecdo e o avanco dos DSSR.

Os DSSR sdo reconhecidos pela ONU e seus estados-membros como um pré-requisito essencial para
alcancar a igualdade de género e o desenvolvimento ha muito tempo. Sendo assim, a medida que o
processo de reforma da ONU80 considera potenciais melhorias estruturais — incluindo uma possivel
fusdo entre o UNFPA e a ONU Mulheres —, urgimos que defendam a integridade do mandato da ONU
sobre DSSR.

Historicamente, os direitos e salde sexual e reprodutiva exigiram uma lideranga dedicada, capacidade



técnica especializada e uma ancoragem institucional clara para garantir a coeréncia entre as normas
globais, a implementacdo nacional e a prestacdo de servicos. A experiéncia mostra que, quando os DSSR
sdo absorvidos por mandatos mais amplos de género ou de desenvolvimento, correm o risco de serem
despriorizados, de receberem financiamento insuficiente ou de se tornarem politicamente invisiveis.

Embora a Coalizdo ndo tenha se posicionado sobre a proposta de fusdo entre o UNFPA e a ONU
Mulheres, independentemente de ela prosseguir ou ndo, o momento atual oferece uma oportunidade
rara e urgente de institucionalizar a DSSR em um mandato forte, visivel, bem financiado e politicamente
protegido no centro do sistema de desenvolvimento da ONU.

Nessa perspectiva, oferecemos um conjunto de propostas (em anexo) focadas no fortalecimento do

trabalho da ONU sobre DSSR. Solicitamos a sua exceléncia e aos lideres da ONU e Estados-membros,
que:

1. Garantam financiamento especifico e proporcional para os direitos e satde sexual e reprodutiva,
mantendo os atuais programas e defendendo os orcamentos durante periodos de ajuste fiscal.

2. Fortalegam uma lideranga politica e técnica para o DSSR e garantam visibilidade politica de alto
nivel, incluindo:

e Uma selecdo aberta e competitiva para o cargo de Direcdo Executiva da entidade, seja ela nova ou
fusionada, que vir a se concretizar;

® A nomeacao de um Enviado Especial do Secretario-Geral da ONU para os DSSR;

® A preservacdo de profissionais que compdem a liderancga técnica dos DSSR; e

e A manutencdo da experiéncia e do conhecimento em politicas e servicos em DSSR em nivel nacional e
regional.

3. Construam uma governanga inclusiva e responsavel, incluindo:

® Assentos reservados a sociedade civil no Conselho Executivo, entre os quais o Sul Global deve ser
privilegiado em representacgao;

e Um Painel Consultivo da Juventude a fim de assegurar a lideranca e a supervisdo do mandato por
jovens.

4. Assegurem mecanismos robustos de transparéncia e responsabilizagdo, incluindo:

® Relatoérios anuais a Comissdo de Populagdo e Desenvolvimento (CPD) e ao ECOSOC ou a Assembleia
Geral;

e Um relatério reforgado do Estado da Populagdo Mundial que acompanhe as politicas e os programas e
ndo apenas as tendéncias populacionais.

5. Reforcem a coeréncia com a saude e os direitos sexuais e reprodutivos em todo o sistema das
Nagoes Unidas, com o UNFPA, a ONU Mulheres (ou qualquer entidade nova ou resultante de uma fusao),
o CDH, a OMS, a UNAIDS, a UNICEF, o PNUD e o Banco Mundial.

6. Reconstruam e expandam sistemas globais de dados, preenchendo as lacunas deixadas pelo
desmantelamento das Pesquisas Demograficas e de Saude (DHS) e garantindo que os indicadores de
DSSR permanegam comparaveis, desagregados e coletados de forma consistente.

Essas a¢Oes ajudariam a codificar os direitos e satide sexual e reprodutiva como um mandato
independente e inegocidvel em qualquer arranjo institucional futuro. Nenhuma reforma estrutural deve
avangar se houver risco de enfraquecer ou reduzir os mandatos existentes, a capacidade técnica ou a
responsabilidade de promover os DSSR.

Por fim, dada a complexidade e a sensibilidade da reforma da ONUS80, a transparéncia é essencial para
construir confianca e evitar consequéncias indesejadas para a DSSR. Nds solicitamos que Vossas
Exceléncias garantam uma comunicacdo clara, consultas abertas e critérios compartilhados publicamente
para avaliar riscos e oportunidades, a fim de que a sociedade civil possa ajudar a garantir que as decisdes
sejam baseadas em evidéncias e sujeitas a um amplo escrutinio.

Estamos prontas e prontos para trabalhar com Vossas Exceléncias para garantir que os direitos e salde
sexual e reprodutiva continuem altamente visiveis, bem financiados e tecnicamente fundamentados em
qualguer arranjo institucional futuro.
